They think like an analyst: You can help them understand the Spirit-filled life when you
embrace their strengths and weaknesses and affirm how God can work through them.

They want to know, “What is my potential, and do | have what it takes?” You can
capture their heart when you validate their achievements and short-comings and
encourage them to watch God work through them.

They are motivated by joy: You can influence their moral choices when you take delight
in what you see in them!

= Play hard and tire quickly.
= Growing at a faster rate - be prepared to buy shoes every month!

SOCIALLY

= Enjoys working in a group.
= Begins to experience peer pressure.
= Able to have multiple friends.




MENTALLY

= More aware of others’ needs and feelings.
= May enjoy reading for fun & learning.
= Things are either right or wrong.

EMOTIONALLY

= Begins to feel more independent and confident.
= |dentifies themselves based upon perceived attributes (athletic, musical, etc.)
= Needs to experience failure and success.
